A Word of Advice from Jean Mackay “I love art supplies and art supply stores as much as any artist, but I'm a firm
believer in “less is more.” Better to own a single pencil and know how to use it well, than to own a multitude of art
supplies without knowing how they perform. Have a basic kit that works well for you and experiment around the
edges. I like looking at the sketch kits of various watercolor artists and seeing what colors and brushes are used most
across the board.”
